Unlike work in the Museum
exhibits, this art may be purchased and
removed at time of selection.
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The spaces are divided into sections
that are rented by the month. Designed
for working artists, these spaces include
opportunities for exhibition, professional
development and networking.

To be considered for the opportunity to sell
in the Artists’ Guild Gallery, artists need to be
members of the Lighthouse ArtCenter at the
Artists’ Guild membership level or above. In
addition, artists without previous experience
at the Lighthouse ArtCenter must also be
juried.

The artists receive 90 percent of their
sales. There is no requirement for artists to be
on site at any time. However, it is encouraged
that they attend scheduled programming and
special events when large numbers of visitors
are in the facility.
